The International Baccalaureate (IB) Diploma Programme is an academically challenging college-preparatory program that is offered in some high schools, with 
written subject examinations at the end of the programme. High school students can earn college credit and placement for qualifying IB examinations. Courses 
are offered at two levels - Standard Level (SL) and Higher Level (HL). Courses must have the HL designation to qualify for placement and credit at Onondaga. IB 
exam scores are reported on a scale of 1 to 7, with a minimum score of 4 required to earn placement and credits for qualifying exams.
